The Kremlin
The building erected in the style of early Russian clas-

sicism to the design of prominent Russian architect

Hall was built. The solemn arrangement of architectural
forms 1s in perfect harmony with the building’s public
function.

Office building

Zubovsky Proezd, 5 (Timura Frunze Ul 24)

The size, number of floors and decorations on facades
of houses which overlook the Timur Frunze street and
Zubovsky proezd are modelled in the new building -
to make it harmonize with neighboring industral
buildings of the 19th century since the histoncal
town-planning elements have been lost here, except
the constructions at the crossroads of Zubovsky proezd
and Zubovsky boulevard. The elements used in wall
construction and technologies of construction are up-
to-date. The color gamma combines traditionally warm
colors of Moscow buildings. The main entrance to the
building was designed from a niche on the ground
floor, which is convenient for pedestrians and makes
the building look more spacious. The design includes
parking grounds located in the basement.

The onginal idea was to built a modern European
house in “mild Art Nouveau” style fitting organically
into the multi-style buildings of the adjoining blocks.
The architecture of the building is rather complex and
contrasting. The two-sectional structure with a semi-
circular bay window was motivated by the wish to
underline the corner position of the house. The main
facade along Burdenko street is done in light-colored
natural stone.

Trade and Office Building of the Moscow
Merchant Society (1882)

No.7/8, bldg.1a, Bolshoi Cherkassky Per.

The house was designed by architect B.N.Freindenberg
and built in 1882-1883. It was a three-storeyed struc-
ture dubbed “Moscow Merchant Society House”. It was
made of brick in electic style with themes from the
German Gothic.

In 1903 a fourth storey, designed by architect
G.E.Popov, was built onto the house. The decorations
of the facades and the arches over the driveways are
historical elements.
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
