Crisis and designing The crisis influenced on design for building. The stagnation in
the real estate market brought us to reducing of the volume of building greatly
and, as a result, the volume of design is also reducing. A redistribution of quality
s taking place. The market was a seller's market. A normal market is a buyer’s
one. The so-called 'theory of queues’ exists, when supply and demand never
coincide. You always have a gueue. When the market was overheated, clients
were gueuing for our services and we had to turn projects down. Now the
queue has dried up. The projects to order are becoming less and more prag-
matic. We have more time to work on a project. Previously, a quality building
needed to have eqguipment from leading manufacturers, but in the near future
preference will be given to less well-known brands. When people ask me how
things are, | say, «Good». And when people look at me in surprise, | add, «Pre-
viously things were very good; now they're just good».

Projects and clients Our field is commercial architecture. We find it interesting to
work with large buildings of a variety of types. Yes, at Hermitage Plaza we de-
signed the entrance halls and the lift areas. But it's only 5% of the total floor area.
We Just don't have the resources to do interior design as well. | divide all our proj-
ects into those which are in an active phase, a passive phase, and those which
have been halted. Vivaldi Plaza, e.g., is in the non-active phase. We supervise
the execution of work on the fa ade there. In the active phase is a large resi-
dential building not far from our office, four office buildings in Krasnodar, two
blocks in Rublevo-Arkhangelskoe. We have a house being built on Ostozhenka.
Our design for a large business centre in the district of Shabolovka is in plan-
ning approval, and we are reconstructing a street block in Tekstil'shiki. Two orig-
inal designs that we're doing are a small shopping arcade and hotel in Sev-
astopol. Our choice of projects to do depends on building type and size, the
complexity of the brief, and the personality of the client. An important criterion
